John McLendon won the President’s hand-
icap, and visitor Bill Brown claimed the non-
resident A e in the class championship
with 100 straight.

other 50 straight before defending all-around
champ Ken Jones was relegated to the run-
nerup spot, but overtime was not on Joe’s side
when he met Wright for the doubles decision
after their 97s and lost one to Stan’s perfect
run for the crown. Hansens and Mark Winfrey
entered 98s from the 20-yard line before
shootoff put Hansens on top for the win. Ljutic
earned both the all-around title and Class AA
high-over-all trophy outright.

Nadine Ljutic joined son Joe in the cham-
pionship circle by capturing her eighth femme
singles crown, with 195, and Paul Maylor
snared his third straight veteran title, with a
record 197, two over Ray O’Connor’s former
high in 1976. Bob McLendon earned the junior
ATA title with 190, and Tim Johnson secured
under-15 laurels with 189.

Three 100s were posted in Friday’s class
championships as Ljutic defeated W. J. Boett-
ner in a tangle for the top AA award and Bill
Brown claimed the non-resident A prize. Na-
dine Ljutic topped the men for the first-place
resident A trophy after a bout with Rick Cole-
man at 99.

John McLendon won the President’s hand-
icap with 98, defeating runnerup C. W. Breit-
bach in overtime.

Wright and Ljutic were one ahead of the
doubles championship field with their 97s,
while Jones, Bob Schneider and Larry Kile
were taking class awards with 96s and Gary
Medley led non-resident gunners with the same
score for A honors there.

A trio of 98s led the Preliminary handicap
field on Saturday as Mervin Swearingen re-
ceived the non-resident nod outright, while
Tom Carter and Darin Bjorklund went to the
shootoff stripe to determine the resident victor,
with Carter coming out on top.

Three families did well in the singles cham-
pionship. While Joe Ljutic was earning his
second state singles crown, father Al staked
claim on the AA trophy with 199 and shootoff,
mother Nadine collected the femme title, and
Al and Nadine received husband-and-wife
laurels with their collective 394. Jack Ambrose

Rich McLendon won the junior trophy in
the President’s handicap, and brother Billy
snared D runnerup laurels in the class race.

Stan Wright became the doubles champ
after shootoff, and Tim Johnson won the
sub-junior singles in overtime and under-
15 honors in the Preliminary handicap.
