Competitor nominees shall have won a minimum of five (5) championships at major shoots. Accomplishments of other major
shooting feats (such as, long runs, ect.) may be used.

Administrative nominees shall have worked in Washington trapshooting and such work must have been undertaken in a voluntary
manner and did not occur while engaged as a salaried person in the trap shooting field.

Only persons who have exhibited a high degree of sportsmanship shall be considered.
